- The artistic and craftsmanship relationship between plastic treatments and aesthetic solutions
is considered one to complement the other in the components of the wooden stick parts. The
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wooden stick appeared with styles and artistic characteristics, whether in terms of the principles
of its construction, methods of formation, and surface treatments.

- In the past, it was used as a branch of a tree only to graze sheep and to drop fruits from tall
trees, or for the elderly, the sick, and those with special needs to lean on. In the modern era,
types of rare wood with good specifications, some plastic methods, and mineral supplements
such as bronze, gold, silver, and non-metallic materials such as bone and ivory have been added
to the stick. And pieces of precious stones and ropes to be used as a complement to adornment
and fashion as an accessory.

- The wooden stick gives its owner an attractive appearance for princes and presidents to express
rule and control. Some men use it for social prestige, more elegance, and to express wealth,
power, affluence, distinction, uniqueness, and the love of acquisition. The aesthetics of the
wooden stick depend on plastic processing methods, such as wood engraving, which has
multiple types (recessed engraving, relief engraving, and notching). When the artist shapes the
stick through the shape and the ground, the vegetal, geometric, or linear shape is emptied, the
ground becomes prominent and the shape is recessed, and this is called recessed engraving, and
vice versa. . When parts of the floors are deleted, the shape becomes prominent, and it is called
a prominent engraving.

Also aesthetically pleasing is notching, which is making a simple, not deeply indented scratch
that shows the desired shape on the wooden stick. The methods of raised and recessed engraving
and notching are used to show the shape of the handle (the handle of the stick) and the material
of the stick is natural wood. It is one of the good materials that varies in terms of its malleability
to shaping, its endurance properties and its plastic capabilities. It requires previous information
and experience with the characteristics of the material and the tools and manual and electrical
tools used.

In addition to using various treatments in the design and choosing an element of nature or
geometric decorative elements in the handle of the wooden stick, or in the form of diagnostic
shapes, expressive faces, domestic and predatory animals, some reptiles, marine and mythical
creatures, and other elements such as flowers, buds, and branches spirally wrapped around the
wooden stick and plant leaves on the stem. The body of the stick and other materials and
auxiliary methods for the artist to use fluently and flexibly in a complementary form in which
we notice the precision and elegance that is characterized by the combination of its decorative
elements and their harmonious interactions.

In implementing the wooden stick, the artist also paid attention to
the value of color contrast in terms of dark and light color or burning of the natural wood
material to show the primitive sense.

-The hand handle is also considered the essential part in the composition of the wooden stick,
which is characterized by balance and attention to detail to show the skill of the artist. Its shapes
are based on emphasizing aesthetic values. They are characterized by linear simplicity and
attention to accuracy in the construction solutions and the cohesion of the composition, which
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highlights the identity of the elements and confirms the value of the plastic treatments. We
notice the aesthetics of the types of complementary materials. Added to the wooden stick, such
as ropes tied in unconventional ways, knots, braided leather, and coloring through linear and
dotted shapes, bones, feathers, and various precious stones in attractive colors.

The importance of this type
of connection in which the tongue is used is not clear after assembling the wooden stick for the
hand handle with the leg, as if it were one piece.

-The method of fixed connection between the parts of the wooden stick, which consists of three
parts, (the hand handle - the leg body - the base, the lower support or the fulcrum), which are
various metal pieces that have an aesthetic function that takes the shape of a ring and works to
connect and connect the upper part of the handle with the stick leg body. Using a wooden or
metal clamp to attach the hand handle to the body, and fork nuts are used at the bottom, the
fulcrum of the wooden stick on the ground, in many shapes and materials used, such as (acrylic,
plastics, bronze castings).

- From the above, the researcher sees that there is a lack of handling and studying the stick in
scientific research, and in this current research there is a difference in the importance of
handling the wooden stick and its historical and aesthetic development in a sufficient and
codified manner, and the plastic values, customs, social traditions, and artistic symbolic
connotations it carries, and we shed light on the economic conditions and the high price. Wood,
which led to directing attention and interest to this type of woodwork as a small artistic project
that does not require large areas of wood.
