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» Abstract

One of the first domes in Egypt was the domes of the seven daughters in the year 400 AH /
1010 AD. These seven domes were built individually on each body of the bodies of the seven
daughters who were killed by the ruling Caliph after their father fled. The dome is
characterized by the existence of an octagonal neck of the dome erected above the tomb with
the use of mugarnas in the area of conversion, and from these domes also the dome of Jaafari
and Aatek, which dates back to the year 494-514 AH /1100 - 1120 AD, which is attributed to
the Prophet peace be upon him and They each built a mausoleum topped by a dome.

In this research | will describe the Dome from the outside, the transition angle, the domes
from the inside, the entrance block and the founding text, the domes from the inside and the
niches, the tomb of Sidi Mu'az and other tomb installations.

Among these domes is the dome of Mrs. Rugaya, dating back to 527 AH / 1122 AD, the
dome of Sheik Yunus and the dome of the brothers of Joseph, the dome of Yahya al-Shebhi
and the dome of Sidi ‘Moaz.

The date of the establishment of this dome was recorded on the foundation plate at the top of
the entrance block in the south-eastern facade of the dome, which is 552 AH / 1157 AD

This dome was established by Prince Abu Ghadnafar Asad Al-Fawzi, one of the great princes
of the Fatimid state, and one of the emirs of the Fatimid Minister Dhargham. He was attacked
against Minister Shawr until Dhargham was appointed by the ministry in 558 AH / 1163 AD.
Abu Ghadnafar told him that Prince Abu Ghadnafar and some princes put Prince Dirgham in
their hands and that they were the owners of the credit and if they did not support him, then he
took over the ministry and then informed him that they had written to the minister to urge him
to come to Cairo and promised him help and stand by him until the ministry recovers. They
were brought to him at the Ministry House at night and killed them, in early 559 AH / 1163
AD

Abu Ghadnafar built this dome for Sidi Mu'adh bin Dawood al-Hassani in 552 AH / 1157
AD.
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Sidi’ Moaz

He was the honorable Sheikh Mu'ath bin Dawood bin Mohammed bin Omar bin Hassan bin
Ali bin Abi Talib, may God have mercy on them all came to Egypt late in the third century
AH / ninth century in the state of Prince Issa al-Nushri, sent by the Caliph al-Maktafi Abbas
Abbas to Egypt and Alia after the killing of Sheiban bin Ahmed He died in the year 295 AH /
907 AD and was buried in Qarafa Nafisa or in the small Qarafah next to Imam Shafi'i. Abu
Ghandafar transferred his remains to the Telegraph area (study now) near the eastern Fatimid
palace in 552 AH / 1157 AD

Inside the dome there are tomb installations, one for Sidi Maaz and the other for Sheikh
Mohammed Al Mazin and the third is the tomb of his daughter Nafisa

» The domes, which have a broken contract and have polygons, by these divisions more
sophisticated than the domes that were established in the Ayyubid period.

*The minaret is similar to the minaret of the scene of Geoshi 478 AH / 1086 AD with a simple
evolutionte the dome in the above floor which is quadratic shape of the dome in the scene of
the Geoshi, is more octagon and more higher on the minaret of Sidi mo'az. A form known to
be minarets in the Fatimid era, which was introduced to Egypt with the Fatimids of the
Maghreb
